and drug recognition. OPNET also
offers this training to area civic
groups.

One of the more significant investi-
gations OPNET concluded in 2009
was that of a marijuana growing
and distribution organization. The
investigation lasted nearly 18
months. The marijuana was being
grown in a remote area of Eastern
Jefferson County and was being
distributed in Eastern Jefferson

County and Clallam County. Ten
suspects were taken into custody.

That case netted 278 growing mari-
juana plants and over twenty
pounds of processed marijuana. The
investigation revealed that the sus-
pects were growing in excess of 275
marijuana plants and harvesting
every sixty days. It is estimated
that the grow operation yielded ap-
proximately 25 pounds of processed
marijuana per harvest. Marijuana
in this area sells for approximately
$4000.00 per pound. At that price,
the suspects earned approximately
$600,000.00 a year, tax free. The
shop and accompanying property
that housed the marijuana grow
operation have been seized by
OPNET. Attached to this report are
some photographs from that investi-
gation.

OPNET investigations in 2009
yielded over 865 pounds of proc-
essed marijuana, 525 marijuana
plants, nearly two pounds of
methamphetamine, over $21,000.00
in seized currency, over $87,000.00
in seized personal property and over
$200,000.00 in real property.

The recent installation of twenty
seven (27) cameras located through-
out the pavilion, bus area, and park-
ing garages has also cut down on the
number of incidents. Clallam Transit
is still working with the new camera
system and the cameras will be avail-
able to officers at the Port Angeles
Police Department via the internet in
the near future. The internet connec-
tion will not be available to the gen-
eral public as it will require a sign  -on
name and password to access it. We
are working on obtaining a computer
to use at the DRO office that will be
used solely to monitor the cameras
and download video that is needed for
investigations.

Clallam Transit employees have re-
peatedly told me that they really like
an officer at the GTC and many of
their riders make positive comments.
Some riders that

A School Resource Officer is a fully
commissioned law enforcement offi-
cer that works in partnership with
the school district and supports the
administration in their goal to pro-
vide a safe learning environment for
students. We accomplish this mis-
sion in several ways:

e Provide a visible, active law
enforcement officer on campus.

e A resource for instructors for
expertise in law related instruc-
tion.

e As a member of the faculty
working with the administra-
tion to help solve problems
within the school.

e As a resource for students ena-
bling them to have a positive
association with a law enforce-
ment officer.

e As an informal counselor for
students, instructors and par-
ents.

The SRO program is very much a
community oriented policing func-
tion. The SRO is a trusted part of
the school community rather than

an enigma that is untrustworthy

and unapproachable. | look forward
to continued service to the school,
community and police department

in this capacity.

As the SRO, my main focus is to
provide law enforcement services to
the high school; however, | am also
responsible for responding to all
schools within the city limits. |
treat the school s
respond to calls for service just like
patrol officers. | also provide follow -
up investigative services to the pa-
trol division and detectives.

In addition to routine call response,
follow -up interviews, warrant ar-
rests, and traffic enforcement, since
school began in September, | have
investigated the following misde-
meanor crimes: assaults, malicious
mischief, harassment, disorderly
conduct, minor in possession of alco-
hol, misdemeanor possession of
marijuana, theft, hit and run and
trespassing.

| have also investigated the follow-
ing felony crimes:

Felony Malicious Mischief
School officials reported on

The fe-
male said the incident occurred ap-
proximately a week before and had
started in her vehicle as she and the
male were driving to Port Angeles
from west of town. The female said

Delivery of a Controlled Sub-
stance: On 12172009 | was in-
formed that there was a 12 year old
female student at Stevens Middle
School that was high on Ecstasy.

The
high school student had also con-
sumed the drug as well. The high
school student was arrested for de-
livery of a Controlled Substance and
the twelve year old student was
arrested for a probation violation.
