13.62.180 - Extensions—Application.

The persen developer desiring a main extension shall apply to the Director requesting permission to extend the City's sewer system.

Any extension of the Port Angeles Sewer System must be approved by the Department of Public Works and Utilities and all extensions must
conform to Department of Ecology regulations and the most recently adopted Port Angeles Wastewater Comprehensive Plan. The material
contained in these standards shall be used in conjunction with the Washington State Department of Ecology regulations to develop all plans
and specification and construction of wastewater facilities. No extension of the City’s sewer system shall be approved which will interfere with

the system operation, which will cause the system discharge to violate its National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit or
other applicable state or Federal regulations and requirements, or which will cause physical damage to the wastewater system or treatment
facilities. Where there are conflicts or differences between these standards and City ordinances, the City ordinances shall apply.

In designing and planning for any development, it is the developer's responsibility to see that adequate sewer systems are provided. The
developer shall demonstrate, in the proposed plans, how sewer facilities will be provided and whether the existing system will be adversely
impacted. A detailed analysis of the system shall be required by the Director prior to any new development. Developer’s shall submit an
analysis of the main extensions impact to the existing wastewater system available capacity, or pay the fees presented below in order to utilize
City wastewater system capacity modeling. The cost for this shall be as per 3.70.110(H)6 PAMC. The developer shall provide the necessary
design information to the Director.

Developers electing not to utilize the City’s wastewater system capacity model, shall submit their wastewater system analysis model to the
Director for review and approval.

If capacity constrains are identified in the sewer system, mitigation measures in the existing system shall be determined by the Director. The
design and construction costs for all required work shall be born by the developer and be consistent with City standards and the most recently
adopted Wastewater Comprehensive Plan.

The Director shall review the application, and, if the requested extension is determined to be a proper extension of the sewer system, shall
provide the petitioner with the design requirements for the extension.

If the requested main extension is determined to be an improper extension of the sewer system, the application shall be denied._If the
requested main extension is determined to cause an exceedance of the existing sewer system design flow capacity, the application shall be
denied.

3.70.110 - Public Works and Utilities Department fees and deposits.

H. The fee for a permit for sewer connection shall be as follows:
6. The fee for City wastewater system modeling shall be City’s cost including but not limited to professional service fee to run model, staff
time for review, taxes and other applicable costs incurred by the City.

13.62.050 - Information to be provided.

H. Analysis of the impact to the existing wastewater system’s available capacity, or provide the necessary design information and pay the
fees to utilize City wastewater system capacity modeling per 13.62.180 PAMC.

Topic: Receiving Water Prioritization Report

Speaker{s): Vince Mcintyre, P.E., Stormwater Engineer Pod Anzeles Hato
Ann Bryant, P.E., Osborn Consulting, Inc. > s :

The City has been working with Osborn Consulting Inc. (Osborn) on
developing a Stormwater Management Action Plan (SMAP) for one priority
drainage basin within the City. This work is being performed to satisfy a
Phase Il Stormwater Permit requirement and consists of 3 phases;
performing a receiving water conditions assessment, ranking and
prioritizing the receiving waters, and, finally, developing a SMAP for one
priority drainage basin.

Using readily available data, the City and Osborn delineated primary
drainage basins within the City and completed the receiving water
assessment earfier this year in March.

Moving forward, a prioritization methodology was developed based on
Ecology’s SMAP Guidance Manual and the Dept. of Commerce’s Building
Cities in the Rain watershed prioritization manual. Once approved by
Ecology, the methodology was applied to the City’s drainage basins and a
priority ranking was established.

On July 12®, Enginerring Staff and Osborn will be presenting an overview
of the prioritization methodology, the Importance and Degradation
Ranking results, and the final analysis and priority basin selection. Spoiler
Alert: the Valley Creek Basin was preliminarily selected to move forward
into the final step of the process: SMAP development.
